MONASTERY OF ST. CATHERINE ON MT. SINAI

A MAJESTIC SCENE GRACES OUR BULLETIN, depicting one of the great
monasteries of the Church — Saint Catherine's on the Sinai Peninsula. It was on the
barren heights of Mt. Sinai that Mozes received from the hands of God the tablets of
Ten Commandments thousands of years ago. It was there that God spoke to Mozes by the
bush that burned without being consumed.

Below the summit of the mountain stands the fortress-like Monastery, built over fourteen centuries ago
by the Emperor Justinian. There isn't a town for scores of miles. Time has little meaning for the men who inhabit
this spiritual oasis. Scorching sun, biting sandstorms, bleak terrain, utter solitude - yet the faithful monks raise
ther voices daily in hymns and prayers. Some unusual events have happened in the Monastery in recent
centuries. One of the most priceless manuscripts of the Bible, the Codex Sinaiticus, was found there and
obtained by the British Museum. It dates to about 350 A.D. For the past hundred years biblical scholars the
world over have come to St. Catherine's to study the ancient manuscripts in its library. Some 3,000 of these
have been microfilmed.

Even Hollywood came to this isolated and sacred place! Portions of a movie were made at Sinai. Forty
technicians made the 300-mile trip from Cairo, Egypt, traveling over the desert and the Red Sea. Most of the
travel was by camel. (There is some air tour service these days).

St. Catherine's reflects the rich monastic tradition of the Church, but the tradition in our day is a fragile
one. Certainly the ancient monastic communities the world over, as well as the new ones in our land, deserve
our fervent prayers and support.
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
