THE TWELVE APOSTLES ....

THE TWELVE APOSTLES,
selected and trained by Christ
Himself, formed a unique body.

They were commissioned by the
Lord, sent to bear the Gospel to all
nations, and to oversee the work of
the Church. We get an indication
of the importance of the apostolic
group when we see what happened
when one of its members defected.
Judas, one of the original twelve,
betrayed the Lord; soon the eleven
met and selected his successor,
chosen by lot. The body was to be
kept intact.

It is true, of course, that a
number of other disciples of Christ
and even later believers came to be
called "apostles.” But there has
never been a question that the first
twelve were a special group whose
members were picked by Christ,
lived with Him, heard Him, and
were witnesses of His deeds. The
twelve were, therefore, particularly
exalted in their personal testimony
about the Lord, and especially in
their witness to His resurrection.

The twelve (the number reflects
the twelve tribes of Israel) were
selected by Jesus after a night of
prayer and communion with the
Father: "In those days He went out into the hills to pray, and all night He continued in
prayer to God. And when it was day, He called His disciples, and choose from them
twelve whom He named apostles."”

It is clear from the Scriptures that the apostles were concerned about their successors,
and that they did, in fact, consecrate heirs to their office. Here we see the chain of
succession whose links today are the Bishops of the Church.

St. Thaddaeus is one of the lesser-known apostles. Little is known of him besides the
fact that he is listed as one of the twelve. He is thought by some to have been the same as
Jude or Judas, brother of James, (not the Iscariot).

ON PUBLIC WORSHIP

The Daily, Weekly, and Yearly Cycles of Services.
Public worship consists of various- collections of prayers, or church services. All these
services are adapted to the twenty-four hours of the day. They express our remembrance
of events, which happened at certain hours, and contain petitions suited to these
memories.

The Daily Cycle of Services - In ancient times days were counted from the
evening, At six o'clock p. m. (as we count time), night began, which was divided into the
following four portions or watches (times of changing sentries): ‘evening (from 6 to 9 p.
m. as we would say); midnight (from 9 p. m. to 12); the cock-crow (from 12 to 3 a. m.),
and morning (from 3 to 6 a. m.). The day began at 6 a. m. by our reckoning, and was also
divided into four watches or hours: The first hour or Prime (6 to 9 a. m.); the third hour
or Terce (from 9 a. m. to 12 or noon); the sixth hour or Sexi (from 12 to 3 p. m.), and the
ninth hour or None (from 3 to 6 p. m.). Christians begin each portion of the day by
common prayer. This resulted in eight services: Vespers, Complines, Nocturns and
Matins for the night; the services of the First, Third,. Sixth, Ninth Hours for the day.
Besides these, in fulfillment of Christ's command to- break bread in memory of him,
Christians celebrate every day the Liturgy, or, if not the liturgy—the Typxa, otherwise
called the " Pro-Liturgy Service." Thus was formed a daily cycle of nine services.

The Weekly Cycle Of Services,—Every day of the sennight or week is
consecrated to certain special memories, as follows: Sunday, to that of Christ's rising
from the dead; Monday, to honoring the holy Angels; Tuesday, to the memory of the
Prophets and, among them, of the greatest among prophets, John the Precursor;
Wednesday, is consecrated to the Cross of Christ, as being the day of Judas' treason;
Thursday, to the memory of all sainted bishops and, in the number, of Nicholas, Bishop
of Myra in Lycia; Friday, to the Cross, as being the. day of the Crucifixion; Saturday, to
the Saints, especially to the Mother of God, and to the memory of all those who have died
in the hope of resurrection and eternal life. The remembrance of these events and persons
is recalled by certain prayers and anthems, different for each day of the week, which
enter into the fixed daily cycle of services. Besides which, the services for Saturday and
especially those for Sunday, are celebrated with greater solemnity, as being feast-day
services; while the services of Wednesday and Friday are consecrated to penance, and are
accompanied by severe fast all through the year, with the exception of six weeks in the
year, when the fasts are suspended in honor of special memories. These weeks are called
unbroken weeks, because not broken by fasts. They are the two weeks after Christmas
day, the week of the Publican, and the Pharisee, the week before the beginning of Lent,
the Easter week and the week preceding the Pentecost. Such are the peculiar features of
every day of the week, and thus is formed the weekly cycle of
Services.
