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MEAT FARE SUNDAY:  Is the eighth Sunday before Easter and the second Sunday before 
the first day of the Great Lent. This year it falls on February 15-th. It is also known as the 
Sunday of the Last Judgement. 

The name “Meat Fare” for this Sunday comes from the dietary discipline of Lent: Where 
an absolute (strict) fast is observed as it was in the ancient Church, in monasteries even 
today and In many lands and families also today, this is the last day for the use of meats and 
meat products in the diet until Easter Sunday.  

THE LAST JUDGMENT: The Gospel lesson read today teaches us about the Last Judgment. 
Here our Lord Jesus Christ teaches that not until the resurrection and the Last Judgment 
will final retribution be made to every person according to the state in which the person 
appears before the Lord. This state is illustrated by the use of the comparison which a 
shepherd makes between “the sheep and the goats”. These are distinguishable because they 
are two different animals by their “state” and are distinguished by sight. It is not a case of 
grading whereby one would be better, and another less so. The Lord uses this Illustration to 
point out “the state” of a person, as He has done elsewhere by teaching about repentance, 
rebirth, renewal etc. 

THE SOUL OF THE DEPARTED: As the centre of life and the vessel of the Holy Spirit, is 
transferred to a state that is either of blessedness or as a state of anticipation of punishment. 
This will occur according to its particular state, while it was in union with the body during  
the course of its life. This is called “Particular Judgment”. The soul receives its reward or 
punishment in the full measure at the final Judgment (Last Judgment) with the second 
coming of Christ. Only then will the soul rejoin Its resurrected body.

On Wednesday and Friday of Meat Fare week:  
 
On the days of Meat Fare Sunday until the following Saturday, the Divine Liturgies ARE NOT 
CELEBRATED. These are fast days.  
The Divine Liturgy is a triumphant, Joyous celebration and is, therefore, not celebrated on these 
two days.  
Instead of the Divine Liturgy the “Hours” are read. 
    
T H E  H O U R S :   They consist of Psalms and the Troparia of the day.  
Also included are:  Prayers and supplications and the penitential prayer with the Great Reverences. 
These services are called  “Hours”  because of the fact that the day is divided into periods, which 
are called "Hours": 

First Hour - commences at 7:00 a.m. 
Third Hour - commences at 9:00 a.m. 
Sixth Hour - commences at 12:00 noon. 
Ninth Hour - commences at 3:00 p.m. 

The services of the "Hours" are strictly observed in monasteries. 
 In the Parish Churches only certain Hours are generally read and also the Hours of the Great Holy 
Days.
