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SAINT OF THE DAY.  
The Commemoration of the Holy Prophet Nahum. 

The holy Old Testament prophet Nahum belonged to the tribe of Simeon 
and came from Elkosh, a village on the east side of the Jordan, opposite 
Begabara. Nahum lived seven hundred years before Christ. 

Nahum means "consolation" and "vengeance" which "symbolize the 
consolation" in the book of God's people, and the "vengeance" coming on 
their enemies. 

Nahum followed Jonah in prophesying the destruction of Nineveh, which 
he said would be accomplished by fire and water. After Jonah preached to the 
Ninevites, they repented for a short time; then, seeing that Jonah's prediction 
did not come to pass, they returned to their evil deeds, stirring up the wrath 
of the long-suffering God. 

Their city was destroyed in the following manner. As a result of a great 
earthquake, part of Nineveh was flooded by waters from a nearby lake. The 
remainder, which stood upon a hill, was later consumed by a fire that spread 
from the surrounding wilderness. Thus did God in His righteous judgment 
punish the sinful people and fulfill Nahum's prophecy. 

The holy prophet Nahum foretold other things that came to pass and 
reposed in peace at the age of forty-five. He was buried with honor in the land 
of his birth.

                                               ON PUBLIC WORSHIP.  

                       The Daily, Weekly, and Yearly Cycles of Services.

 Hour offices* is the name given to brief sets of prayers 
recited at the hours which begin each of the four watches of 
the day, and which, to Christians, are associated with special 
memories. All these offices are alike in their composition. 
Every Hour begins with an invitation to adore Christ and con-
sists of the reading of three Psalms. 

Then follow: 

The Troparion for the day. 

The Theotokion (a hymn in honor of the Mother of God), 
the Lord's Prayer. 

The Kondakion * for the day, the prayer " For every time of 
day, for every hour," and the concluding prayers of the hour. 
But with all this similarity, the office of one Hour differs 
from that of another in so far that each Hour has its own 
Psalms and concluding prayers, to conform with the events 
commemorated and with the feelings, thoughts and wishes 
which these memories call forth in the soul of the believer. 

♦The Kondakion is a short hymn, similar in substance to the Troparion, but 
differing from it in that it develops more amply some one part of the Tro-
parion, as for instance this or that particular deed of the Saint of the day, or 
some one feature of the day's feast. 

The office of the First Hour or Prime commemorates the 
bringing of Christ before Pilate. 

The Third Hour or Terce commemorates Pilate's judgment 
of Christ, the scourging and the mocking, and the Descent of the 
Holy Ghost upon the Apostles; 
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The office of the Sixth Hour or Sext commemorates Christ's 
going forth to Golgotha, the Crucifixion, the insults offered to 
Him on the cross, the darkness which covered the earth; 

The office of the Ninth Hour or None commemorates 
Christ's Passion and death. 

The All-Night Vigil.—This is the name of a service 
composed of Vespers and Matins, which is performed with great 
solemnity, especially in the parts consecrated to the memories of 
the day. 

PRAYER: Dear God: We Praise Your holy name, we thank You for all Your blessings 
that have been bestowed upon us, and help us to remember to praise You in all things and for 
all things. Amen. 

TEACHING FROM THE SAINTS.

Love of praise and love of material wealth must not be regarded as pertaining to the body. 
Only the love of sensual pleasure pertains to the body. Love of praise and love of material 
wealth are the progeny of ignorance. The soul plunges after material wealth in order to 
satisfy its love for pleasure and praise, and even for its own sake, as if such wealth were a 
blessing in itself. All this results from ignorance of true blessings. 

Love of praise does not derive from any lack on the part of the body, for it satisfies no 
physical need. Inexperience and ignorance of primal goodness and true glory give rise to 
it. 

Hence, one should above all, strive after a true knowledge of created beings, scorning all 
worldly things and be aware of their great vanity.
